What Happens When You Call?
Ever wondered what the school does when 
you contact a teacher or the principal with a 
concern about a childÕs inappropriate 
behaviour? Our school applies the following 
process:
¥ any concern is taken seriously and an 

investigation is carried out
¥ if the concern is  valid, steps  are taken to 

stop the inappropriate behaviour as quickly 
and as effectively as possible - this may 
include time-out and parental contact as 
well as a structured behaviour modification 
programme

¥ the ÔvictimÕ is reassured and offered 
ongoing support

¥ almost always the parent lodging the 
concern is recontacted and updated on the 
outcome.
