Although those 
responsible have not yet 
been identified, some of our 
own children have seen 
unknown youths act ing 

inappropriately during the 
evenings and weekends.

All families and members of 
the community who use the 
school are encouraged to 
watch out for any unusual 
behaviour.  The South 
Dunedin Police are involved 
and would welcome any 
information relating to our 
recent difficulties.

We have an attractive and 
well-appointed school which 
is  well utilised by the wider 
community.  Your support 
and vigilance in keeping it 
safe and tidy for everyone is 
appreciated.
