Bikes At School

• Helmets must always be worn when riding
• Bikes must be wheeled to and from the gate at the beginning and end of the day
• Bike riding is  permitted at school between 3pm and 3.15 pm but only on the northern-most 

netball court
• After the 3.15pm bell, bikes can be ridden anywhere on the school grounds but always with 

care and always giving pedestrians the right-of-way.
