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Is the noise too much for the children?

The builders are very aware of the children and their learning.  Noise is kept at a minimum 
during class hours and all of the really noisy work is carried out after school. Demolition and 
associated noise will be complete in about 1 week.

Are children enjoying the building process so far?

Overwhelmingly, children are fascinated and excited to see progress to date.  They have lots of 
questions and are looking forward to a unique school once the building is finished.

What will the interior look like?

The large airy interior atrium is expected to be a little like a large hotel lobby - furnished, open 
and inviting, allowing children to learn and share ideas in a comfortable and unique school 
setting.



Last weekÕs tsunami alert reminded us of the danger earthquakes and associated tsunamis 
pose for coastal areas.  Our school has  a Tsunami Action Plan developed in consultation with 
Civil Defense.  The plan is based on tsunami events generated by distant earthquakes centred 
in the Pacific, South America or the Southern Ocean, as well as those generated by local 
earthquakes on the Akatore fault.  

In the event of a morning warning, it is  likely that our school would have a delayed opening. 
Should a warning be issued later in the day, it is possible that we would have an early closure.
