This week, the Education Review Office (the government 
department charged with auditing school performance) visited 
our school.  Their audit was intensive, challenging and wide 
ranging, and investigated the quality of:

• student achievement and teaching across the school

• learning support, extension and special needs programmes

• emotional and physical safety

• curriculum planning and key documentation

• our school self-review processes and their effectiveness

• the Board’s governance practices and policies.

The audit involved classroom observations, analysis of school 
records, reviews of teacher planning and assessments, and 
interviews with children, teachers, support staff, school 
leadership, the principal and the Board of Trustees.

A full report will be published by the Review Office within eight 
to ten weeks.  Feedback to the Board at the ‘initial findings’ 
meeting with ERO was extremely positive and complimentary.
