BEACH EDUCATION              MEET THE TEACHER

All children have now had the 
opportunity to undertake our 
annual Beach Education 
Programme.  The programme, 
coordinated by the St Clair Surf 
Lifesaving Club, was once 
again very popular and 
provided our children with 
important reminders about 
ways in which to keep safe 
when swimming at the beach.  
Our thanks to the many 
parents who supported the 
programme by attending.

Thank you to the many families 
who attended our informal 
Meet-the-Teacher evenings 
held during the past week.  
Feedback has been very 
positive with parents and 
children reporting that the new, 
relaxed format was not only a 
great way to meet teachers 
and visit classrooms but also a 
simple way to catch up with 
friends and meet other parents.
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In the next few  weeks our school will begin a building project that will radically alter the look of our 
school.  The new  structure contains over 500 square metres and includes two new  classrooms, a 
support/withdrawal space, additional storage and a large area for informal circulation and recreational 
use.   The new  building will promote connectedness across the school - both in a physical sense (linking 
our two main blocks) as well as at an interpersonal level as children have increased opportunities to 
work with others on collaborative and cooperative projects.

In preparation for the construction period, teachers are working steadily to keep everyone safe and to 
ensure there is little or no disruption to learning. Safety plans will include new  entry and exit patterns for 
some rooms as well as robustly fenced, no-go zones, set up in consultation with our contractors, 
Stevenson and Williams Ltd.
